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AUTOMATING OF CONTROLLING

Abstract: Suitable methodologies and procedures are necessary for the distribution 
of profit or loss which has been realised by value adding processes within networked 
production structures. Based on the evolutionary model “Non-hierarchical regional 
production networks” an approach for the automated distribution of profit within 
Competence Cell Networks (CCN) is under development. For support purposes a 
Profit Distribution Broker Unit (PDBU) is applied. Thereby, practical problems such 
as the transaction of money, the accounting, the nondisclosure of the information 
about the Competence Cells (CCs) e.g. expected profit, fixed share of costs etc. arise, 
when a fair and automated profit distribution is aimed at. This contribution focuses 
that topic and presents suitable approaches and hints for realising an automated and 
fair profit distribution for partners in Competence Cell Network. This paper is 
focused different problem fields concerning non-hierarchical regional Competence 
Cell Networks. 
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
